Viscose was developed as a cheaper alternative to silk with many similar properties.

Viscose is a regenerated cellulose fibre – made from wood pulp

Silk is a protein fibre from the silk moth

· Viscose is weak
· Silk is strong
· Viscose is cheap
· Silk is expensive
