Drawing Circles in Isometric
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A circle fits perfectly into a square and touches the square at four points.

Those four points are the mid-points of the square.
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So, if you draw a square in isometric and then mark the mid-points of that square, you will be able to join the mid-points to form an isometric circle.
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Isometric square


mid-points 

Start drawing in the curve that links the mid points.
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So, to draw a circle in isometric you need to draw an oval shape or, to give it its correct name, an ellipse.
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Notice that the ellipse is leaning over at an angle.

 Like this..
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…not upright, like this.

If you pick the other side of the isometric cube, the same shape, an ellipse, needs to be drawn but this time it’s leaning in the other direction.


And if you pick the top surface of the cube, then it will be an ellipse lying on its side.

If you want to create a cylinder, draw an ellipse, draw a line which touches the edge of the ellipse and then goes back at the isometric angle (30°)

Finally, connect the lines with another isometric ellipse at the other end.
