Environmentally Friendly Products

· Buying ‘green’ products/packaging

· Ensure product has eco labelling

· Check no harmful substances are used – natural , organic dyes

· BSI approved

· Check for fewer chemical

· Cultural influences

· Check labelling to identify fibres

· Re-cycling

· Logo evident

· Research/identify manufacturer that produces/sells environmentally friendly products

· Only shop in environmentally friendly stores that you know sell such goods

Environmental Risks

· Safety issues i.e. non-toxic materials, disposal of waste
· Waste – reduce, re-cycle, re-use
· Pollution – air, soil, water
· Noise
· Energy consumption
· Legal requirements
· Chemical
· Legislation/fines for high emissions 
Reducing impact of Packaging on the Environment

· Reduce amount of packaging used/simplify

· Use re-cycled materials

· Use biodegradable/environmentally friendly materials

· Use non-toxic inks on packaging

· Re-use carrier bags

· Use materials that can be re-cycled

· Re-cycle packaging

· Use paper/card from sustainable forests/renewable sources

Protecting and Preserving the Environment

· Reduce amount of water used in the system – re-cycle

· Reduce the amount of chemical used – use natural dyes

· Reduce the amount of energy used – re-cycle heat, use energy efficient machinery, avoid wasting energy

· Regulate and reduce waste products – be more efficient

· Reduce emissions into the atmosphere

· Use alternative energy sources – solar/wind power –to reduce use of fossil fuels
