Fabric blends

This is when fibres from more than one source have been blended together before a yarn has been spun. The blended yarn can has then been woven or knitted into a fabric.
An example of a common fabric blend is polyester and cotton – remember to learn others.
Advantages of Polyester and Cotton

· Polyester – durable/hardwearing/strong

· Cotton – comfortable as absorbs moisture

· Washable – dries quickly
· Crease resistant  - polyester

· Mildew resistant – polyester

· Non-static build-up – cotton

· Non-irritating/itching – polyester and cotton
· Combined properties of both fibres

Cotton

· Fine

· Flexible

· Cool to wear

· Crease easily

· Absorbent

· Washes well

Polyester

· Non absorbent, but transports moisture in space between fibre

· Comfortable to wear

· Resistant to mould and fungi

· Crease resistant

· Stain resistant (as non-absorbent)

· Easy to wash and care for
