  Fabric Finishes – main finishes needed for GCSE    
Reasons for adding a fabric finish
·  Improve appearance
· Improve aesthetic qualities
· Improve performance characteristics
Can be decorative - Pressing a pattern for example into crushed velvet

Decorative - Heat set a crinkle

Start polyester- filament, garment dyed- use plain- heat set through roller

· Brushing- performance - creating more surface area, insulates
·  Calendaring- aesthetic - smooth surface, heated roller embosses patterns, i.e. Watermark -  moiré.

· Mercerising- for cotton – makes it softer, stronger, adds lustre

· Flame proofing
· Stain resistance- using silicon

· Anti-static - chemicals for synthetic fibres – for floor coverings and underwear

· Moth proofing-used for wool-chemicals

· Waterproofing- silkiness, sprayed or impregnated-outerwear, tents, umbrella
