Guide to Revision
· Read/learn as much as you can in your revision guide, either OCR or CGGP

· Do the practice tests/exercises in the books

· Read, revise and test yourself using www.bbc.co.uk/schools/gcsebitesize/design/textiles/. This is an excellent revision site with information on most subjects and a revise and test section for each category.

· Look at past papers on www.dtgcse.co.uk  and past papers and mark schemes on www.ocr.org.uk/qualifications/GCSE/Design_and_Technology_Textiles_Technology/documents. Remember you are taking papers 2 and 4.
· Read and learn the additional notes we have put in the exam practice/revision section of www.dtgcse.co.uk 
· Use the Revision Guide checklist to tick your revision progress.
· Revise all the garment revision you did in year 9

· Look at the Media on Demand videos on ‘exchange/design and technology/year 10/Textiles. There are revision notes and work sheets available on Production Methods, Testing and Trialling, and Printing and Dyeing.

· Remember all the names of sections and terms you have used in your coursework – questions regarding sections of coursework may come up – (a favourite is the difference between a product specification and a manufacturing specification).

· There will nearly always be questions on production methods, a product analysis, a design question (design and annotate) and a process question (describe in words and diagrams how to do a particular process.

· Last and (maybe!) most important, ask your teacher if there is a subject you would like to cover in more depth in revision lessons. Remember there is limited lesson time so you will need to do a lot of independent revision and exam practice.
